*Identify that most living things live in habitats to 
which they are suited and describe how different 
habitats provide for the basic needs of different 
kinds of animals and plants, and how they depend on 
each other. 

*Identify and name a variety of plants and animals 
in their habitats, including microhabitats.

We will care for some caterpillars and take notice 
of the changes that happen every day, as they 
transform into butterflies. When the butterflies 
are ready, we will release them outside!
